A Letter to the Congregation ...
Members and friends,

As mentioned in last month’s GraceVine, the Session recently approved
a new communications tool to assist with more effective congregational
notification of special events. The Calling Tree Task Force met several
times over the past few months and was planning a staged rollout of One
Call Now.

On Friday, March 12, we learned that our friend, Laurie Powell, passed
away. With the pastor transition and Spring Break, things were extremely
chaotic. Ultimately, we made the decision to use One Call Now to no-
tify the congregation and to distribute critical information about Laurie’s
passing and her memorial service in a timely, efficient and dependable
way.

We appreciate all of the many positive comments and support. Some
people raised concerns about the use of an automated system to pass on
such a sensitive message. We believe that getting a timely and consistent
message to the congregation was the primary objective in this situation.

As of this writing, One Call Now notifications are only being used for
phone call notifications to the entire congregation. We’re hoping to roll
out the use of One Call Now by the Prayer Chain shortly for both voice
and email notifications. Stay tuned for that.

Look for the ability in the near future to also receive messages by e-mail
and/or text message to your cell phones. With a staged process and proper
training, various groups and organizations within the church will soon
have the ability to use the system for ministry and organization notifica-
tions.
