BOOK REVIEW
Three Cups of Tea 
by Greg Mortenson

When searching for new books to 
add to our library, occasionally one 
fi nds a book that is so good, you 
want everyone to read it immedi-
ately, if not sooner. Such is the case 
with Three Cups of Tea by Greg 
Mortenson. Perhaps you caught 
the ABC TV program that profi led 
what this mountaineer is doing to 
combat terrorism in Pakistan and 
Afghanistan. The actions of this 
one man are a miracle. Before 
bombs begin to fall in Pakistan, 
Greg Mortenson had made many 
friends by building schools for 
their children, especially girls. It 
all began when “Dr. Greg”, a male 
nurse by occupation, tries to climb 
K2mountain, gets lost, and stum-
bles upon a remote village on the 
side of the mountain. They nurse 
him back to health and he looks 
for a way to pay the village back. 
The chief shows him their children 
studying on a patch of frozen ice 
and before he knows it, he tells the 

chief that he will build the village a 
school. Son of missionary parents 
in Tanzania, he understands what 
his promise means. So he returns to 
California and writes 580 letters to 
rich and powerful Americans ask-
ing for $20,000 to build a school. 
He has no takers until a fellow 
mountain climber, a billionaire in 
the semiconductor business, agreed 
to pay for a school. What follows is 
the account of a journey of unprec-
edented determination to help a 
country that produces new recruits 
for the Taliban and Al Quida by 
providing schools for its children. 
Read this well written, exciting 
book and be inspired. What can one 
man do to make the world a better 
place? If you only read one book 
this year, let it be this one.

A History of 
Stephen Ministry

History: Stephen Ministry began 
in 1975 when the Rev. Kenneth C. 
Haugk, Ph.D., a pastor and clinical 
psychologist, trained nine laypeo-
ple at his congregation in St. Louis 
to be Stephen Ministers. They 
assisted him in providing distinc-
tively Christian care to members of 
the congregation and community. 
These trained caregivers were so 
enthused about their ministry, they 
encouraged Dr. Haugk to offer 
Stephen Ministry to more congre-
gations. 

Over the next few years, Dr. 
Haugk traveled to congregations 
and trained Stephen Ministers. 
This quickly proved to be inef-
fi cient, since he could visit only a 
limited number of congregations, 
and these congregations were then 
dependent on him to train addi-
tional caregivers. There also was 
little organizational structure to 
supervise Stephen Ministers af-
ter they were trained. So in 1978, 
Dr. Haugk held the fi rst Stephen 
Series Leader’s Training Course 
and trained the fi rst Stephen Lead-
ers — representatives of various 
churches who then returned home 
to train and supervise their congre-
gation’s Stephen Ministers. Since 
that time Stephen Ministries St. 
Louis has specialized in “equipping 
the equippers” through the Stephen 
Series ministry system. 

The Organization: Stephen Min-
istries St. Louis is a not-for-profi t, 
transdenominational, religious and 

educational organization founded 
in 1975. The St. Louis-based staff 
of 45 includes fi ve pastors. Dr. 
Haugk, who is also a mental health 
professional, serves as the execu-
tive director. 

The Name: The name Stephen 
comes from St. Stephen, who was 
the fi rst layperson commissioned 
by the Apostles to provide caring 
ministry to those in need (Acts 6). 

Congregations: More than 10,000 
congregations are enrolled in the 
Stephen Series. These congrega-
tions represent more than 150 
different Christian denominations 
and come from all 50 states, 10 
Canadian provinces, and 24 other 
countries. 

People: More than 55,000 indi-
viduals (pastors, church staff, and 
laypersons) have been trained 
as Stephen Leaders at Leader’s 
Training Courses. These Stephen 
Leaders have returned to their 
congregations to train more than 
500,000 laypeople to be Stephen 
Ministers. It is estimated that since 
1975 Stephen Ministers have pro-
vided distinctively Christian care to 
more than a million people through 
formalized one-to-one caring 
relationships and have used their 
caregiving skills to touch the lives 
of millions of others in an informal 
way. 

The Stephen Series Logo: The logo 
Stephen Ministry congregations 

use consists of a cross and circle, 
together with a broken person and 
a whole person. The broken person 
stands behind the cross, symboliz-
ing the brokenness in our lives as a 
result of our sin. The whole person 
stands in front of the cross because 
it is through the cross of Jesus that 
we again are made whole. The 
circle symbolizes both the whole-
ness we receive through Christ and 
God’s unending love for us.
